� Must be an American Indian undergraduate student. 
� Must demonstrate financial need. 
� Must demonstrate academic achievement. 
Cora Crowder Alderton/Walker/Moore Memorial Scholarship 
� Students endeavoring to further their education. 
� Must demonstrate financial need. 
� Preference to those who demonstrate a desire for advance degrees. 
Galen Weaver Memorial Scholarship 
� Upper division American Indian students who demonstrate outstanding academic achievement. 
� Must demonstrate financial need. 

 
MERIT-BASED SCHOLARSHIPS (do not need to have financial need; MUST demonstrate academic 
achievement): 

Martha Gresham Scholarship 
� Must be a full-blooded Native American. 
� Must demonstrate focus on understanding and continuing traditional Native American customs and 

practices.

� Must be a resident of the State of Arizona. 
Herbert D. Rhodes Memorial Scholarship 
� Renewable. 
DeCarpentier Scholarship 

 
TRIBE SPECIFIC SCHOLARSHIPS (both merit and/or need-based): 

Carol Reed Memorial Scholarship 
� Open to Pascua Yaqui applicant. 
� Must maintain satisfactory progress as scholarship is renewable for up to one additional year. 
William B. Clark Memorial Scholarship for American Indians 
� Preference to members of the White Mountain Apache Tribe. 
� Applicants must plan to return to their tribal area and make a contribution to their people. 
Robert and Anna Rupkey Scholarship 
� Must be a member of the San Carlos Apache Tribe. 
� Must demonstrate satisfactory progress toward a degree.
